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C. Foot Pedal Installation (Optional) 

 
Sentech Video Capture software allows the user to configure the operation for a single function or a dual function foot switch. 
Sentech sells software packages that include foot pedal software. This interfaces with the PC via an available USB port. A foot 
pedal is a simple hardware device that allows the user to command the software by pressing the foot pedal buttons.  
 
To install the included foot pedal, plug in the USB connector portion of the foot pedal to an available USB port. After that the 
dialog bubble will appear indicating the foot pedal driver installation. In most cases the foot pedal will be operational and ready 
to use. However, in some cases (Windows XP), you may need to direct or browse for the proper driver. This is dependent on 
which Windows operating system the user is using. 
 
If Windows XP operating system is being used, the driver can be found in the following location:

Select the Driver folder.  The name of the USB driver for the foot pedal is USBIODS.sys. Observe the image below. 
 

  
 

After directing the software to the driver properly, the foot pedal will be ready to use.
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
